Survey information from the pupils

The survey comprises 28 questions and its exact formulations can be found in Appendix 1.
The questions are based on the students' experience of the corona pandemic, distance

learning, cancelled national exams and their mental health and relationships.

1. Most questions are formulated as main questions with several sub-questions or four or
five answer alternatives.

2. Four questions (1, 2, 3 and 4) relate to how much students have stayed home from school
and how teaching has changed during the pandemic.

3. Four questions (5, 6, 7 and 8) concern the students' experience of the cancelled national
test.

4. Three questions (9, 10 and 11) are about whether the student is studying at upper
secondary school and whether the choice of upper secondary school has been affected
by the pandemic.

5. Three questions (12, 13 and 14) deal with the existence of distance learning and the
students' perception of it.

6. Four questions (15, 16, 17 and 18) highlight the students' sense of anxiety, both in
general and specifically linked to the pandemic.

7. One question (19) is about how the student's leisure activities have been affected due to
the corona pandemic.

8. Seven questions (20, 21, 22, 23, 24, 25 and 26) highlight the impact of the pandemic on
the family, both directly (through illness) and indirectly (affects relationships).

9. One question (27) is about the students' view of the future.

10. One question (28) is a two-part question about the positive and negative impact that the

pandemic has had on them.

Population, sample-group and non-response
Defining the population

The study population consists of the pupils who in the spring term of 2014 belonged to year 3
of compulsory school. The population is delimited with regard to grade and school class
affiliation, which means that it includes students with different birth years. However, just over

95 percent were born in 2004.



Selection of the sample and the execution

Prior to UGU's tenth collection in 2014, Statistics Sweden conducted a sample among
students born in 2004 in year 2 with a sampling probability proportional (10%) to the
reported number of students according to the compulsory school statistics for the academic
year 2013/2014. This included 9794 students, of which 9533 students remained when this
online survey was sent out. 3068 students out of these 9533 selected have responded to the
survey, which means a low response rate of 32.2 percent.

Unlike UGU's previous collections, this survey was distributed digitally to all students in
the sample. A total of 5 mailings were carried out starting on 11 December 2020, where
information about the survey's purpose, background and questions was presented
(Appendix 2). The students received information about the collaboration between
Statistics Sweden and the University of Gothenburg, as well as login details and a link to
the survey. The students were also given the opportunity to answer the questions via an
online survey or to decline by contacting Statistics Sweden. The collection ended on 23
March 2021.

In this report, we have used the Swedish wordings from the questionnaires to facilitate

your search in the surveys. The questions are reiterated in English in the descriptive text.

The proportion of boys and girls in this sample corresponds to the real proportion of boys
and girls in Sweden who attended grade 6 in 2017. However, the proportion of parents
born in the rest of the world is overrepresented by 2%. This is even though the families
who came to Sweden during the refugee wave in 2015 are not included in this sample, as
Statistics Sweden's sample for children born in 2004 had already been completed.
Independent schools are underrepresented by 3%, as the number of dropouts between
independent schools has been higher than those among municipal schools. We use
weights to compensate for these differences in representation and more information
about our weights can be found in ”Bortfallsanalys UGU 2017 — elever”
https://www4.gu.se/compeat/FUR/UGU/Rapporter/UGU2004_SCB_2017_Bortfallsanal

y8%20UGU%20elever_ak6.pdf. To compensate for the low response rate, we have

weighted the data, which is reflected in the percentage points in the table. However, the

number of respondents has not changed.

Analysis of pupils’ responses

This survey differs from our previous surveys, which contain questions about pupils' well-
being, self-assessment in different school subjects, relationships with adults and friends,

and leisure activities in a general state. In this survey, similar questions are asked, but with

the impact of the coronavirus pandemic in mind. We have formulated the questions
according to the consequences of the corona pandemic, and in this report, we analyze the
answers with these consequences in mind.

The collection was carried out in January 2021 when most students born in 2004 were in
year 1 of upper secondary school. Students who did not study at upper secondary level
were also asked to respond to the survey. The questions in this report are unique to the
cohort and UGU and do not appear in previous collections but will be followed up when

the students belonging to this cohort are in their third year of high school (2023).

Methodology

In most of the questions, we have provided five response alternatives, which range from
Completely True to Not True at all. The answers to the sub-questions have been coded in
two different ways. Data is handled in SPSS and each subquery corresponds to a variable.
Most questions convey a positive feeling, the answer option "Completely correct" has a
very positive meaning in these cases. Sub-questions where answer values equal to
Completely True=5 and not true at all=1 analyze positively formulated questions, and the

variable value rises from 1 to 5.

To be able to report negative emotions in the same way, we have therefore created
variables where values in the same variables are curved (Completely true=1 and not true
at all=5) and we will use the curved variables to analyze negatively formulated questions.
We will combine these two variants in our analysis for a fairer reflection of the students'

experience of the corona pandemic and its consequences.

In the first three questions, it appears that half of the students in the sample stayed at home for a

total of five days between March and June 2020. 3% of the students did not go to school at all



during that period. 44% stayed at home to the same extent as in March-June during January-
February, i.e. before the pandemic was confirmed. The main reasons why the children stayed
home from school between March-June were the worry of getting sick with Covid-19, and
because their guardians wanted them to stay at home because of the virus. The concern about
bringing the infection home and infecting relatives was also a reason why children sometimes did

not go to school during the month of March-June.

In the question regarding changes in teaching, the proportion of substitutes, lessons without
teachers or cancelled lessons did not see any major change. In some cases, these increased but
not to a large extent. Distance learning became somewhat or much more common for 18% of
the responding students. 64% saw no change in the amount of distance teaching during March-

June compared to earlier in 2020.

2. Grades and national tests
As aresult of the corona pandemic, national tests were cancelled and distance learning in parts of the
country affected Swedish students' circumstances in secondary school in a unique way. In the
following four questions, we examine how the students experienced these changes and their feelings

about the new conditions for their final grades in the ninth grade.

Note that the response option Far too high corresponds to 1 total point in Table 6. A
majority of respondents (71-74%) thought that the final grades for grade 9 were fair in
Swedish, English and mathematics. Between 4-6% of respondents felt that they received far
too low final grades and less than 1% believe that their grades were higher than what they

deserved.

In questions 7 and 8, we examine the students' attitudes regarding the cancelled national tests
and how this could affect the spring term according to the students. The stress associated with
the national exams decreased, which was a relief according to 56% of respondents. A third of
the students were worried about how the lack of national tests would affect the teacher's
judgement, or disappointed that they were not allowed to show what they knew. The same
proportion of students felt stressed about how cancelled national tests could change the
conditions for schoolwork. The majority of respondents (75-82%) did not suspect that the
final grades in Swedish, English and mathematics would be affected by the absence of the

national tests.

3. Studies in the upper secondary school in the autumn term 2020
In the next three questions, we ask the students whether they studied at upper secondary
school during the autumn term of 2020 and, if so, whether their choice of upper secondary

school was affected by the pandemic.

89% of responding students studied at upper secondary school during the autumn term of 2020.

Neither the choice of upper secondary program nor upper secondary school was affected by the corona

pandemic, according to 95% of the students.

In questions 12—14, we ask the students how they experienced distance learning in upper secondary

school. Most upper secondary schools implemented full-time or part-time distance learning as of 7

December 2020, and in the following tables we see the proportion of students who were covered by

this type of teaching, what their journey to upper secondary school looked like before distance

learning was applied, and their perception of distance learning.

A majority of the pupils got to school using public transport before distance learning began. The
survey was conducted at the beginning of 2021 and the students who had received distance learning
were able to answer the questions based on how the last weeks before the Christmas holidays had been
experienced with distance learning. Only 12% of respondents had no distance learning. For 50% of the
respondents, the distance learning introduced in december was a new way of studying, as almost no
teaching had taken place remotely before that. A larger proportion of students (48%) liked distance

learning, while 17% experienced this type of teaching as fairly or very poor.

4. Worry

The worry caused by the coronavirus pandemic affected us all to varying degrees. Schoolchildren in
particular had to undergo unique changes, such as distance learning and cancelled national exams and
limited opportunities to meet friends and family. In the next four questions, we examine whether
Swedish students worried about their future plans, their own and their family's health, their family's

finances and the changes that the coronavirus pandemic could bring.

In questions 16 and 17, we investigated whether the students felt a more general concern. We asked

questions about other worrisomes, such as being exposed to crime, war and climate change. The

students were less worried about being bullied and most worried about climate change. About the

same number of students were worried about an uncertain future, which can be linked to the worry

about a worse climate.



In anxious moments, it is of course important to have someone to talk to, so we also asked the students
if they had communicated their concerns with others in their surroundings. A majority (56%) turned to
their friends and family members to talk about what worries them. 34% did not feel that need and 24%

turned to the staff at the school to talk it out. 7% did not talk to anyone.

A majority of students experienced a sense of concern about their grandparents' health, as well as a
concern about the healthcare system's capacity to meet the increased need related to Covid-19. The

fact that their parents would become unemployed worried the students least.

5. Leisure
During the corona pandemic, all leisure activities that included face-to-face meetings changed. Gyms
and sports halls limited their activities by accepting fewer participants, implementing social
distancing, limiting their opening hours, or pausing activities altogether. Recreation centres and public
meeting places limited opening hours, which affected the students' everyday lives. In the next

question, we examine how the students spent their free time under the new circumstances.

We see in the response alternatives 19B, E, F, and G, where the average value is highest, that the
students spent much more time on social media, video games and other entertainment on TV. After
that, the students spent their time socializing with those they live with. A4 little more time was spent

meeting friends face to face, and doing sports/exercise..



6. Family and other close relatives

In the next seven questions, the students answer questions related to changes in their family situation

and life at home as a result of the coronavirus pandemic. These include questions regarding the family

members' changed work situation, finances, health and the relationship with family and friends.

In questions 20-22 concerning changes in the family member's work situation as a result of the
coronavirus pandemic, the majority of respondents stated that their family members have not been
laid off or lost their jobs. A smaller proportion state that someone in their family has started working
from home fully or partially. 35% believe that someone in their family has been infected with the

coronavirus, and 48% have had to isolate or know someone in their family who has had to do so.

In questions 23-26, which deal with life before the corona pandemic, the majority of respondents
state that the economy at home has not been affected or that they do not know if it has. The majority
also do not experience any difference in their relationship with family members or friends.

However, 29% of the students think that the relationship with friends has become somewhat worse.

49% of the students believe that they have been well informed about recommendations and
restrictions related to the corona pandemic in Sweden. 3% feel that they have been very poorly

informed.

7. The future
Finally, we ask the students if they feel hopeful about their own future and the future of the world.
The result reflects the concern we saw in questions 16F and 17, which dealt with the concern

about climate change and the students' future.

69% of the responding students state that the statement "/ feel hopeful about my future" is
completely or partially true. 5% do not think that statement is true at all. The statement "/ feel
hopeful about the future of the world" is true in whole or in part for 35% of the students and 12%

of them do not agree with the statement at all.

We can link the unrest we saw earlier (students most worried about the future of the world and
climate change) with question 27 which suggests that students feel less hope about the future of

the world.
